Daniel seemed doomed to enter the
cycle of domestic violence until he w as
giv en the tools to r ecovery

Daniel was acting aggressively toward his teacher and peers, and his

behavior was becoming a problem. At home, his aggressive behavior

was targeted at his siblings and even his mother. Looking for help, his

family began participating in the Exchange Club Family Center’s

domestic violence group therapy program and one-on-one therapy.

“Children just like Daniel

begin to heal and cope with

their emotions after

participating in the

program,” an agency

counselor reported.

“This is the goal we want to achieve, as it is vital to stopping the cycle

of violence.”

When Daniel entered the program, his mother was struggling to find

housing, work and transportation, while simultaneously going

through the legal system to get an order of protection from her

husband. Adding to her concerns, she was repeatedly called by the

school about her son’s behavior. Before getting Daniel involved in the

therapy program, she was afraid of what Daniel might do to her

younger children – or even what he could do to her. In addition to

helping give Daniel the therapy he needed, the agency was also able

to assist his mother with some of her other goals.

“After nine months with our counseling staff, Daniel began to show

positive signs of controlling his anger,” the counselor said. “He has

learned nonviolent means of settling conflict.

He has had significantly decreased levels of anger, shame and anxiety

and has been behaving better at school. His grades were also improving.

His mother attr ibutes this success to the therapy program.”

Daniel continues to use the coping tools he learned through the

program, and he is excelling in school and becoming a positive “older

brother” role model to his siblings. Thanks to your support of United

Way, Daniel and many children like him are involved in programs that

help stop the cycle of domestic violence, providing help for today and

the future.

Daniel’s behavior problem is

duplicated hundreds of times a

year by other children who, like

Daniel, see repeated acts of

domestic violence in the home.

“By God’s grace, I am 6 years clean and sober.”

Those words come from Jim, a patient of Memphis Recovery Centers,

a United Way network partner agency. Jim says that he spent 60 days

at the agency as the first steps to overcoming his addiction.

“I learned a lot about the disease of addiction and they gave me the

tools to use to stay clean,” he said. “I’ve used those tools many times.

I know they work and I’ve added more to the toolbox.”

Jim went through treatments at the center and worked with

counselors to overcome his addiction to drugs, specifically crack-

cocaine. The therapy and counseling gave him the mental and

emotional tools he needed to confront his addictions and, over time,

give him victories in his battles against his cravings for drugs.

“I thought that when I put the dope down I was going to get my old

life back,” he said, adding, “I’ve ended up with a life far better than I

ever had before. I don’t have a lot of material things today, but what I

have money can’t buy!”

The agency first started helping Jim through his addiction when he

sat in the counselor’s office and cried about needing help. Jim knew

he needed to change, but as he puts it, he “could not stop using,”

until “God opened the doors” and he recognized that sobriety was

the only option he had, other than death.

Today, Jim is active and looking for work, hoping to build on his new

life and his future.

The flooding that struck
the Mid-South ar ea in 2011
caused devastation for
many local families .

While the waters have receded, the impact

of the disaster continues to be a part

of many lives.

When Debbie Gabbard and her husband

returned to their trailer home days after the

rains flooded Memphis in early May, their

home was still locked up. They could not just

walk inside anymore to survey the damage

brought on by the flooding Mississippi River.

Standing at 5’ 4” , the waters literally came up

to Debbie’s chin in some areas of the home.

The water in the home had reached nearly 6

feet high before it started to recede.

“It took us a little while,” she said. “Our floors

looked like a mushy rollercoaster, up and

down. Furry mold looking like hair was

growing everywhere. I was crying so hard,”

Debbie said.

For days, the Gabbards kept returning to

their flooded home. Everywhere they looked,

household treasures were destroyed.

The mobile home park landlord told them

the homes in the park were going to

be demolished.

The Gabbards moved into an unfurnished

rental house owned by a friend.

The rental home did not have appliances or

bedding, and the Gabbards had to purchase

items to make the condition livable. “We had a

roof over our head, and our children were

okay. We did have blessings,” Debbie says.

“A United Way flyer explained what

United Way does,” said Debbie. “It gave us

information on someone who could help us

with the IRS (Internal Revenue Service) and

explain about the disaster survival kit.”

The Gabbards found help from Jeraldine

Hunter-Gaddes, a former IRS employee who

has helped individuals and companies with

free tax assistance through United Way’s

Earned Income Tax Credit Alliance (EITCA) work.

The Gabbard family used the IRS Disaster

Recovery Claim, and were qualified to receive

tax money they had already paid in 2010.

Debbie said because of United Way and the

help she received from Jeraldine, the family will

receive an IRS check.

“That may not be a whole lot to some people,

but to us…it’s a lot,” she said. “We are so

thankful to United Way.”

so it can better focus on life-threatening

emergencies.

In 2010, over 14 million calls were made to

2-1-1 networks across the nation. With the

support of United Way of the Mid-South,

Memphis Public Library and Information

Center answered almost 50,000 calls

in 2010.

Gloria is a 71 year-old African-American who has had health

struggles including diabetes, heart problems and a need to attend

dialysis three times a week. She became involved with a Goodwill

Homes Community Services center shortly after recovering from

heart bypass surgery.

When Gloria joined the center, her children contacted one of the

agency counselors and shared they were worried Gloria might be

suffering from depression. The counselor began speaking with Gloria

about her feelings.

“Gloria had felt depressed because of social isolation and a loss of

independence,” the counselor said. After the surgery, Gloria had to

depend heavily on her children to meet her basic needs.

The center provides adult day care, senior center activities, support-

ive and affordable housing for seniors along with services for many

local children and families.

The exercise program at the center has helped Gloria improve her

health. She is walking better, and her stamina has increased. She has

made numerous friends at the center.

Gloria has progressed from feeling isolated and depressed to being a

“social butterfly” with a stronger sense of independence.

Designation Information R equir ements
Your gift can be sent to a non-United Way agency of your choice within our eight-county Mid-South area. (Crittenden county in Arkansas;

DeSoto, Tate and Tunica counties in Mississippi; Fayette, Lauderdale, Shelby and Tipton counties in Tennessee. Some restrictions apply.)

Additional Guidelines

When designating to a non-United W ay agency, the agenc y must meet the follo wing criteria:

• Must be recognized as a public charity by the Internal Revenue Service (It must be a 501(c)(3) agency and not a private foundation).

• Must be registered as a charitable organization with the proper state governing office.

• Must be organized for the purpose of providing health or human services or a combination of services which are designed to meet

the needs of specific groups such as children and youth, seniors, the ill and infirm, physically disabled or the economically or

socially disadvantaged.

• An annual gift of $50 or more may be designated. Individual designations less than $50 will not be honored.

• May not be a governmental entity or part of a governmental entity.

• Must have a volunteer board of directors and provide a recent audit.

• May not be organized for arts, educational (elementary, secondary or higher education), religious or political purposes,

or for capital campaigns.

• You must renew your designation each year. It will not automatically carry-over from year to year.

• In order to notify agencies promptly of y our gif t, all gift forms with designations and home address information should b e

received by Unit ed Way of the Mid-South no later than March 1, 2012. (We att empt t o honor forms received later on an

individual basis .)

• When designating to United Way agencies, a 13% processing fee will be deducted.

• When designating to non-United Way agencies or United Ways in other communities, United Way of the Mid-South will

deduct 13% for processing costs and 7% for fundraising costs.

• Payments are contingent upon actual collections.

• Corporate contributions or matching corporate contributions or special event funds are not eligible for designations.

• In cases where the guidelines and criteria are not met, United Way of the Mid-South will make reasonable efforts to contact the
